Please note ALL times apart from Class 1 are approximate – once entries have been received an accurate time for your class will be emailed to you with confirmation of your entry. No one will be allowed to compete without the confirmation of entry.
9.00  Class 1 – BSPS HERITAGE Mountain & Moorland NOVICE RIDDEN– Mixed Breeds. Registered Pure Bred Ponies 4 years old or over. Riders any age.
10.00 Class 2 – BSPS HERITAGE Mountain & Moorland OPEN RIDDEN– Mixed Breeds.  Registered Pure Bred Ponies 4 years old or over. Riders any age.
11.00 Class 3 – BSPS HERITAGE Open Mountain & Moorland Lead Rein

Registered Pure Bred Mare or Geiding 4 years old or over, not exceeding 122cms. Suitable to be ridden by a rider not to have attained their 9th birthday before 1st January in the current year.
11.45 Class 4 – BSPS HERITAGE Open Mountain & Moorland First Ridden

Registered pure bred Mare or Gelding 4 years old or over, not exceeding 128cms. Suitable to be ridden by a rider not to have attained their 12th birthday before 1st January in the current year.
12.45 Class 5 – BSPS Open Lead Rein  Pony (SP & SHT) Mare or Gelding 4 years old or over not exceeding 122cms. Suitable to be ridden by a rider not to have attained their 8th birthday before the 1st January in the current year  
1.15  Class 6 – BSPS Open First Ridden /First Pony of SHT Mare or Gelding 4 years old or over not exceeding 122cms. Suitable to be ridden by a rider not to have attained their 10th birthday  before 1st January in the current year.
2.15 Class 7 – BSPS Mixed Height Novice Show Pony/Show Hunter Pony

Mare or Gelding 4 years old or over not exceeding 153cms. Riders must be the correct age for the height of the pony they ride.

3.00 Class 8 – BSPS Mixed Height Open Show Pony Mare or Gelding 4 years old or over not exceeding 148cms. Riders must be the correct age for the height of pony they ride.
3.45 Class 9 – BSPS Show Hunter Pony mixed height Mare or Gelding 4 years old or over, not exceeding 153cms. Riders must be the correct age for the height of the animal they ride.
4.30 Class 10 – BSPS Mixed Height Intermediate SRT & SHT. Mare or Gelding 4 years old or over, exceeding 146cms but not exceeding 158cms. Suitable to be ridden by a rider not to have attained their 25th birthday before the 1st January in the current year.
RULES AND CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

All exhibitors MUST agree to abide by the rules of the show and to follow any instructions given by the Show Committee. Failure to comply will result in exhibitors being asked to leave the showground immediately.

This show is run with due regard to Health & Safety. Everyone in attendance must abide by the instructions given by officials and read and abide by the  B.S.P.S. Covid 19 rules.
The Committee does not accept responsibility for any loss, damage or injury to any person or animal or property at the show.
The Committee reserve the right to refuse entry. Anyone displaying aggressive or threatening behaviour or refusing to comply with a request from the show organisers will be ejected from the showground and reported to B.S.P.S

The judges decision is final. Mark sheets WILL NOT BE DISPLAYED at the show but posted on BSPS Area 14 website/Facebook page after the event.

Correctly secured Skull Caps/Riding Hats Nos A11 PA5015, VGL,(BS)EN1384 2017, ASTM F1163.04a onwards. SNELL E2016 AS/NZS 3838 2003 onwards MUST be worn at all times when mounted. 
All entries must be paid in FULL – online entries ONLY. No entry fee will be refunded. Entries will be restricted to ensure classes run to time.
No clearing out of horse boxes is allowed on the showground anyone found will be fined. Please ensure you take ALL litter HOME WITH YOU.
All exhibitors MUST state their vehicle registration number on entry form, this will be checked on entry to the showground any vehicle not listed will be refused entry.
There is a maximum of 3 people per pony/horse allowed WHO ARE NOT SUBJECT TO SOCIAL DISTANCING. A parent/guardian MUST attend the show to accompany any child under the age of 18 years. No spectators will be allowed who are not named on entry form.
All NAMES and ADDRESSES MUST be recorded on the entry form including the names of those attending the show with the exhibitor as a requirement to track and trace in support of COVID 19 Track and Tracing.
Competitors are requested not to arrive more than 90 minutes before their class and to leave the showground as soon as possible when they have finished their classes. If competing in more than one class ponies and exhibitors MUST stay on lorries. No ponies to be tied up outside the vehicle.

Running of Classes:

Classes will be run strictly to time on schedule. Once entries have closed a revised timetable will be sent to all exhibitors.

Classes may be split into sections according to number of entries so that NO MORE THAN 5 ponies are in the ring at any time. Competitors will be informed which section if applicable they are in.

Ponies will be socially distanced in the line up by 3 metres.

No stripping of ponies is allowed. Conformation section will be judged by a walk and trot up at start of show. Ponies must stand at least 6 metres away from line allowing judge to walk around the pony at 2 metres distance.

Ponies will enter and leave the ring at 2 metres distance.

If ponies are required to be called back for final judging (if there have been sections) this will be done by a PA system. 
Rosettes will be collected from outside Ring Hut after the class on foot by one person.

In ALL Lead Rein classes the pony MUST be led by somebody who does not need to socially distanced from the rider.

There will be a warm up area (on grass) which will be supervised only the next section/class will be allowed to warm up and then exhibitors will be called to the ring once the previous class has finished.
